Ownership History:

Original owner was an attorney from Malibu California who took delivery of car from Westwood Porsche Audi. The Carrera was serviced by Westwood Porsche Audi from 1974 thru 1989. 

The second owner, from Newport Beach, California, purchased the car in 1989 and serviced the car thru 1999 at Ray Stevens Automotive in Costa Mesa, CA. During his ownership the H4 headlamps were installed.  This owner stated that other than service maintenance; he probably only spent approximately $500 on repairs over his trouble free 10 year period of ownership.

 Third owner was a physician from Connecticut who commissioned Jim Newton of Automobile Associates located in Canton, CT, an infamous Porsche specialty and restoration shop, to rebuild the engine to factory specs and restore the car to original. The car was serviced here until 1999 when it was sold to the fourth owner in 2007.
Fourth owner was a multiple franchise automobile dealership owner from Pennsylvania and a long time PCA member who owns several early 911 Porsches. He purchased this ’74 Carrera in 2007. This owner acquired the correct 1974 Carrera sport seats and had Autos International

 re-upholster the interior in the original and correct blue/black leather.

He purchased the car in the spring of 2009 and has ‘tweaked’ this special car including refinishing the optional 15” X 7” & 15” X 8” Fuchs wheels with the factory optional Porsche gold (Gazelle Metallic #406) paint to match the newly installed factory correct gold Carrera script decals.
